Canvas Training Opportunities

Monday, October 24, 3 - 4:30 PM. This 90-minute online training is meant to help faculty who
are new to Canvas. It includes Canvas basics and information on how to migrate content from
Jenzabar e-learning. This training will be led by a Canvas learning specialist from
Instructure. Please register here.

Tuesday, October 25, 1-2:30 PM. This 90-minute workshop allows faculty time to work on
their Canvas courses and see examples from faculty who are using Canvas. The workshop will
provide a brief overview of the content provided from the training on the 24th and offer helpful
strategies for migrating content and using Canvas. This training will be led by a representative
from the Office of Academic Affairs and two CIA faculty who are currently using Canvas as early
adopters. A representative from our IT department will be available at this session to assist with
technical questions. This is one of the optional breakout sessions at the Teaching Summit. 

Please note that we will have asynchronous training available as well as an
additional training session in January.

New Technology for Classrooms - Feedback and Trials Needed

CIA is working on updating our classroom projectors, and we want faculty feedback. One 
option is an interactive touch screen from BenQ. We have one of these models on loan for 
the next few weeks. Please stop in at the NCTL or ask to have it moved into a classroom for 
a trial.
